Our graduates have given 

the course top-notch rat-

ings, but we still aim to de-

velop the training further in 

2011. The Resource Centre 

has been very effective, with 

over 1700 CVs having been 

emailed, faxed or printed, 

and directly resulting in the 

employment of 14 people. 

Currently, 59 of our gradu-

ates are working (39%), earn-

ing an estimated R1.67 mil-

After hearing about the or-

phan shoebox project, Dave 

Hunter, aka Society Steward 

and Headmaster of the Inter-

national School of Cape Town, 

challenged students at ISCT to 

give shoebox gifts to all of the 

other children at Mokone 

Primary School.  They contrib-

uted about 180 gifts and our 

Pinelands Methodist family 

added another 40, which en-

abled nearly half of the learn-

ers to receive a lovingly pre-

pared Christmas gift. The chil-

dren were thrilled!

labour and supplies! The new 

loos became functional a few 

months ago, and Pastor 

Julius says they are a tremen-

dous improvement. 

The garden at the Centre is 

flourishing, and it helps pro-

vide food for the surrounding 

community, as well as for the 

children at the Centre. This
